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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 

Didi Hirsch Mental Health Services established the California Suicide Prevention Network 
(CSPN) as part of the Suicide Prevention Initiative funded by the California Mental Health 
Services Authority (CalMHSA) and the Mental Health Services Act (Proposition 63).  One of 
the goals of CSPN is to provide technical assistance to Regional Suicide Prevention Task Forces 
in developing a best practice program that meets the needs of underserved populations 
within the region. Best practices will be submitted to the Suicide Prevention Resource

The purpose of this data book is to provide the Los Angeles Regional Planning Committees 
with suicide related data to help inform their decision on the focus areas for the best practice 
program for their region.  These data can serve as a guide to help identify gaps and needs in 
suicide prevention for the Los Angeles region. Summarized below are brief highlights of 
findings for this region. 

 

Suicide Deaths 

 In 2010, the suicide death rate for the Los Angeles region (8.0 per 100,000) was lower 

than the state of California (9.8 per 100,000) with a total of 791 suicide deaths. 

Overall, the suicide death rates in this region have been slightly below the state rate in 

recent years. 

 In 2009, although Whites (15.2 per 100,000) had the highest suicide rate, the rate 

among Asians (7.2 per 100,000) was above the state rate (6.8 per 100,000) for this 

group.  The suicide death rate among American Indian/Alaskan Native (9.7 per 

100,000) was also above the state rate (7.6 per 100,000) for this group but this data 

need to be interpreted with caution since the overall number of suicide deaths among 

American Indian/Alaskan Native is very small. 

 In 2010, suicide death rate was highest among individuals 85 years and older (15.5 per 

100,000; however, the rate for this age group was lower than the state rate (23.8 per 

100,000. 

 In 2010, the most common causes/mechanisms of suicide death were 

hanging/suffocation (36.5%) and firearms (31.2%). 

 In 2010, of the 705 suicide death among veterans in CA, 15% were from the Los 

Angeles region. This region is home to approximately 17.5% of veterans in the state. 

Suicide Attempts  

 In 2010, the suicide attempts rate for the Los Angeles region (56.5 per 100,000) is 

lower than the rate for the state (77 per 100,000).  This pattern has not changed in 

recent years. 
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 In 2009, Blacks (89.4 per 100,000) had the highest suicide attempts rate compared to 

other ethnic groups in Los Angeles.  However, the rate of suicide attempts among 

Blacks in this region was below the state rate for this group (110.4 per 100,000).  

 In 2010, among different age groups, individuals age 15-19 (166.3 per 100,000) had 

the highest suicide attempts rate followed by individuals age 20-24 (119.4 per 

100,000).    

 In 2010, poisoning (60%) was the most common cause/mechanism for suicide 

attempts followed by Cutting/Piercing (24%). 

Key Informant Findings  

Key informants from the Los Angeles region identified the following 

underserved/underserved populations as priorities in suicide prevention efforts: 

 Middle-aged White men 

 Various ethnic groups (Hispanic, Korean, Vietnamese, and Middle Eastern) 

 Youth 

 LGBTQ community 

 Veterans 

 Individuals who have attempted suicide in the past 

The most needed best practices identified by key informants for the Los Angeles region are: 

 Increasing awareness of how and where to access suicide prevention resources; 

 Suicide education and training for primary care and emergency room professionals 

including risk assessments; 

 Awareness and outreach in the community to reduce stigma surrounding mental 

health and seeking help for mental health issues;  

 Cultural competence trainings for healthcare professionals in the area of suicide 

prevention.  

A number of stakeholders will be involved in the process of identifying and developing the 

best practice for the Los Angeles region.  The data presented here will be reviewed and 

discussed by the Regional Planning Committee to identify high risk/high priority groups for 

the region and local practices that are likely to positively impact these high priority groups.  

Then the Best Practices Workgroup will meet to develop a best practice for the region and 

submit it to the Best Practices Registry.  Additionally, the data presented here can be a 

resource for community engagement, planning and decision-making in the area of suicide 

prevention. 
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INTRODUCTION 

Suicide is a significant problem in the United States. For 2009, approximately 36,909 
people have completed suicide - an average of 101 each day.  According to the Center for 
Disease Control and Prevention, in 2010, over 464,000 people were treated in U.S. 
emergency departments with self-inflicted injuries.1  
 
To address the problem of suicide, California Mental Health Services Authority (CalMHSA) 
has implemented the Suicide Prevention Initiative.  This initiative is one of several 
Prevention and Early Intervention Initiatives funded by the Mental Health Services Act 
(Prop 63).  Didi Hirsch Mental Health Services established the California Suicide 
Prevention Network (CSPN) in collaboration with ten crisis centers and one of the goals of 
CSPN is to encourage widespread adoption of best practices programs, interventions, 
curricula and protocols.  CSPN plans to provide technical assistance to each Suicide 
Prevention Regional Task Force to help develop a best practice program in suicide

practices (one per region) will be submitted. These suicide prevention best practices will 
be customized to meet local needs of each region and to ultimately help reduce suicide in 
California. 
 

A number of stakeholders will be involved in the process of identifying and developing 
the best practice for their region.  Each region has a Regional Planning Committee who 
will determine the top three focus areas for their best practice.  This data book was 
developed to provide the Regional Planning Committees with suicide related data to help 
inform their decision on the focus areas for the best practice program for their region.  
This data book was not intended to be a formal report but a compilation of existing 
secondary data and primary data collected through an informal needs assessment.

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SUICIDE DEATHS: LGBTQ  

There is a lack of suicide related data for the LGBTQ population both at the state and 
regional levels because sexual orientation is not reported on death certificates.  A brief 
review of studies and reports on suicides in the LGBTQ community is described below. 
LGBTQ youth are at increased risk for suicidal thoughts and behaviors, suicide attempts, 
and suicide.2  LGBTQ youth may represent up to 30% of youth suicide deaths; suicide is 
the leading cause of death for LGBT youth. 

 A nationally representative study of adolescents in grades 7ɀ12 in the US found 
that lesbian, gay, and bisexual youth were more than twice as likely to have 
attempted suicide as their heterosexual peers.3 
  

 Men who have sex with men are at even greater risk for suicide attempts, 
especially before the age of 25.4  

 A study by Eisenberg and Resnick (2006) found that LGB students in grades 9 and 
12 were significantly more likely to have attempted suicide than their 
heterosexual peers.5  

 A study of transgender youth in San Francisco found that 33.2% of the youth have 
attempted suicide.6 

 

Summary and Implications  

The findings from the studies mentioned above highlight the importance of identifying 

and developing best practices that can accurately measure the needs of the LGBTQ

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NEEDS ASSESSMENT 

An informal needs assessment was conducted to gather information about the unmet 

needs of the populations that task force members are currently serving, un-served/ 

underserved populations, barriers to suicide prevention services in the region and 

existing local suicide prevention practices.  This informal needs assessment included a 

survey of task force members, stakeholder discussion groups, and key informant 

interviews.  Below is a more detailed description of each of these methods.
